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Launch of the SUN4UKraine
Partnership Programme

Within the Partnership Programme, how were the pairs between Flagship Municipalities and Mission Cities created?
What was the reasoning behind them?

The cities' pairing process was not random. The SUN4Ukraine project team, including the Association of Ukrainian Cities,
carried out thorough analytical work to create well-matched partnerships.

Recognising the need to plan for climate neutrality, Ukrainian municipalities submitted 105 applications. From these, 12
motivated Flagship Municipalities were selected. Using a research-based methodology, we analysed multi-level policies,
developed detailed dossiers of the 12 municipalities, and identified their key challenges, barriers, and opportunities. These
findings guided the search for suitable European partners.

In response to the call to European Cities with climate-neutral status, 19 expressions of interest were received. Fourteen
eligible EU Mission Cities were selected. Based on comparative profiling of the cities’ dossiers and the principle of best fit -
considering challenges, experience, city characteristics, and mutual benefits - the selection committee formed 12
partnerships. In addition, Munich and Oslo were invited to take on a special advisory and mentoring role, sharing knowledge
and best practices with all selected Flagship Municipalities.

What is the objective of the Partnership Programme for the Flagship Municipalities?

We aim to ensure that the Partnership Programme for Ukrainian Flagship Municipalities leads not merely to another strategic
document, but to strengthened institutional capacity - embedding climate neutrality goals into daily management, investment
decisions, and infrastructure reconstruction.

This approach aligns with Ukraine’s European integration path. Recovery should not restore the pre-war status quo but
transform destruction into systematic modernisation and improved quality of life. Municipalities support this vision. At the
inaugural partnership meeting in Munich, Vladislav Skalskyi, Deputy Mayor of Vinnytsia, noted: “For us, recovery is
inseparable from sustainability. Our goal is not just to rebuild, but to create climate-neutral and smart municipalities. The

roadmaps developed here are a practical step towards this goal.”



The Programme is implemented within the broader framework of the EU Climate Neutral and Smart Cities Mission, uniting
over 112 cities committed to climate neutrality by 2030. Through coordinating the Partnership Programme with Eurocities,
the Association of Ukrainian Cities ensures that the European climate agenda becomes an integral part of Ukraine’s EU path
rather than an additional burden. At the same time, the Programme fosters mutual exchange of experience, benefiting both

Ukrainian and European cities.

To what extent will the Mission Cities also learn from Ukrainian cities, how are their experiences relevant to the
European (EU) context?

SUN4Ukraine is a partnership of equals, and we firmly uphold this principle. EU Mission Cities contribute their proven
strategies, financing instruments, and green transformation models. In turn, Ukrainian cities offer something that cannot be
found in any textbook.

Today, Ukrainian municipalities are not only participants but also holders of unique experience in urban sustainability. They
know how to keep utility systems functioning during and after shelling and destruction, how to support communities in
emergencies, and how to maintain infrastructure under constant crisis conditions.

This experience goes beyond war. It is about the resilience of urban systems as a whole. Climate change is already
challenging European cities: what happens when traditional infrastructure management fails? How do you govern a city in
chaos? Ukrainian municipalities have found practical answers to these questions.

As a result, EU partners have the opportunity to learn real, field-tested lessons in resilience. The practices developed by
Ukrainian cities under extreme conditions already hold practical value and may prove relevant in addressing future climate,
energy, and social risks. This is the key added value of the Partnership Programme: it enables a genuine two-way exchange of
knowledge and experience.

The SUN4Ukraine Partnership Programme convened 12
Flagship Municipalities in Kyiv on 15-16 October 2025,
marking the launch of a two-year Capacity Building
Programme to help Ukrainian municipalities develop climate

strategies and Climate Neutrality Plans.

The event featured a Multilevel Policy Dialogue on green
transition and was attended by high-level Ukrainian
government officials, including deputy ministers and mayors,
who stressed that climate neutrality must be embedded

across all sectors of municipal decision-making.

The programme will support local governments through

hands-on guidance, peer learning, and tailored tools.

Forum 2025

Organised with the support of SUN4Ukraine, The Ukrainian
Urban Forum 2025 (19-20 September 2025) panel
highlighted how Ukraine faces interconnected crises of war

and climate change.

Experts emphasised that advancing climate neutrality
through ecosystem restoration and the transition to renewable
energy is not only an environmental priority but also a
strategic component of Ukraine’s long-term resilience and
recovery. They noted that public awareness of climate risks is
high, with around 80% of Ukrainians recognising climate
change as a serious threat. Experts also referred to
projections indicating that, without decisive global mitigation
efforts, rising seas could submerge up to 450 settlements in
Ukraine by 2600.
